Moreover, your project must provide opportunities for experimentation and reflective
analysis of some sort. Please note that you are responsible for formulating, planning, and
making demonstrable progress on your research project. In doing so, please bear in mind
that (1) your project must fall within the realm of symbolic Al (2) your project must
require substantial programming in Lisp, (3) your program must afford opportunity for
experimentation /reflection, (4) you are expected to make significant demonstrable
progress on the project, and (5) your project must be approved by your instructor.

Write a short (no more than 1000 words) research proposal for each project. Be sure to give each candidate
project a meaningful title of no more than one dozen words.
